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1. Rotate the sides of frame A to the front as shown in FIGURE 1. Lift the center section of frame A upward and insert the
horizontal tube into the plastic retainers on each of the side component. Ensure spring pins on each side have locked into
place within the plastic retainers.

2. Slide on each of the 4 legs C onto the posts of frame A as shown in FIGURE 2. Allow the spring pins to lock into the
adjustment holes of leg C and ensure all legs are adjusted to the same length. Insert rear bar B into the short tubes on the
rear of frame A.

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3. Snap seat D onto the rear horizontal bar of frame A and center over hoop as shown in the left of FIGURE 3. Snap seat

top E onto the rear horizontal bar of frame A as shown in the right of FIGURE 3. Ensure seat D is centered under seat top
E.

4. Place bucket F into the hoop of frame A as shown in FIGURE 4. Remove lid G from bucket F and, pushing downward
on the bottom of bucket F from the inside, expand the bucket. A roll of toilet paper may also be installed on the provided

toilet paper holder as shown in FIGURE 4. OPTIONAL: Stander Inc. recommends the use of commode liners for hygene
and ease of cleaning.
